The ASCENSION of the LORD. Year A 24th May, 2020 

 

Message From Fr Martin 
 
My mother was in a nursing home for over 4 years, progressively 

becoming more vague, unknowing and distant from us.  I would 

wonder: “What does she perceive?”  We never really knew.  Much 

the same when a person is dying in hospital, I tell the partner or 

family to hold their hand and talk to them, because speech and 

touch are the last senses to communicate with them even though 

they are unconscious.  I would always tell mum who I was when I 

visited her.  When she died, we all said “Thank God”, but at the 

same time we were sorry, sorry to say goodbye, not sorry that she  

died. 
 

I think of this when I read the stories of the disciples and the women on that unknown mountain in Galilee.  What 

was in their minds as Jesus left them?  Obviously what he had told them in his lifetime of ministry stayed with 

them strongly, we don’t hear of them going back. 
 

Galilee was so often a place of refuge for Jesus in his life.  When Mary and Joseph returned from Egypt after his 

birth they didn’t go to Bethlehem, but to Nazareth in Galilee.  When John the Baptist was murdered Jesus 

“withdrew” to Galilee. It was on the mountain that we call the mount of Beatitudes that Jesus gave us a sense of 

mission.  On the mountain of Transfiguration he showed us the divine life he shared with God. 
 

We all like to go back to a place of safety and refuge for personal and emotional security.  During this time of the 

virus thousands of people who were overseas or interstate returned “home” to that safety and security.  We all 

lived in isolation because it was there we felt secure from the assault of the virus.  The disciples withdrew to the 

Last Supper room after the death of Jesus because they were afraid. 
 

Yet something different happened on that mountain in Galilee.  We don’t hear what the disciples did, although the 

story of Pentecost tells us they were locked in the room out of fear.  But somehow the message of Jesus: “I am 

with you always”, stuck in their minds.  The first reading is only the beginning chapter of the story of the disciples, 

particularly Peter and later Paul, proclaiming the presence of the Lord Jesus with them – and us. 
 

I look at the pictorial tributes that people often have at funerals, and I see the image of the parents to that of one or 

two of those who come to mourn.  I say: “soandso will never die while these children are alive.”  A couple of my 

brothers’ families often chirp up with “That’s a dad saying”.  Amazing how the parents live on in their children. 
 

The gospels so often have that message: “where two or three are gathered, I am in their midst”; “Whenever you did 

it to the least you did it to me”.  The very name the angels gave Jesus at his birth, Emmanuel, means “God is with 

us”.  Paul on his way to Damascus, encountered Jesus who said: “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?” 
 

It is comforting and gives a sense of security to know that Jesus is present with us.  We can take refuge in the fact 

that our Baptism makes us members of the Body of Christ.  However, the disturbing thing about the gospels and 

about Jesus, there’s always a sting in the tale.  Today’s gospel is just that.  Jesus said “I am with you always” but 

only after he commanded them to go out to the whole world and proclaim God’s love. 
 

I have been watching the re-creation of St James Church.  That magnificent sign of the commitment of a faith 

community for over a hundred years and a symbol that it has been to so many people.  As it has changed four times 

over the length of its history, reflecting the faith of the community at that time, it now becomes a new symbol of its 

present faith community, changing for the fifth time.  To do so disrupts our place of “refuge”, our comfort, our se-

curity.  But this is a sign of a Church that is alive and changing. 
 

As every society has to constantly change or face becoming moribund, so too does our society today in general as 

we come out of the virus isolation.  We will not, nor can we be, the same as before or we will repeat the mistakes 

and create another virus.  This change in society is also a reminder that we as Church also have to change or face a 

slow death.  It is hard, and like the early disciples, we cannot “go back”.

In my earlier work, Theophilus, I dealt with everything Jesus had done 
and taught from the beginning until the day he gave his instructions 
to the apostles he had chosen through the Holy Spirit, and was taken 
up to heaven.

The Ascension of the Lord presents more than usual difficulty for preach-
ers. Without being too technical about it, I think we have to make clear to 
people that the biblical account given in the CƛǊǎǘ wŜŀŘƛƴƎ (Acts 1:1-11; see 
also Luke 24:46-53) does not mean that Jesus, at the end of his earthly ca-
reer, literally ascended in the way described. The very clear parallels with 
the description of the prophet ElijahΩs ascent into heaven (2 Kings 2:1-18) 
suggest that St Luke is completing here his depiction of Jesus in terms of 
that persecuted prophet. Having escaped the clutches of his enemies by 
rising from the dead, Jesus now makes an Elijah-like ascent to heaven.  
 

In biblical language and imagery this signals that the One who had been 
crucified on the trumped-up charge of being a political Messiah, a rebel 
against Rome, and who God raised from the dead in vindication of his true 
messianic status, has now entered messianic glory at GodΩs right hand. He 
has indeed been removed from human sight and commences a messianic 
reign in heaven but this does not mean an abandonment of either the dis-
ciples or his saving mission in the world. On the contrary, he will be present 
and active in a new mode of being through the power of the Spirit. The dis-
ciples had felt the power of the Spirit that was upon him during his earthly 
life. Now they are assured that, as a result of his messianic enthronement,

When I was a boy, Sir Edmund Hillary came to speak at my school. I can 
remember the fuss surrounding the visit of the first person to scale Mt Ev-
erest. And though there is now a school of thought that holds that he was 
beaten to the summit by Tenzing Norgay, his Tibetan colleague, there was 
an aura around this New Zealander who had been to the top of the world. 
 

Some of my usually dour teachers were in awe of Sir Edmund. There was 
more than a little hero worship going on that day. Rather surprisingly in his 
address Sir Edmund did not say very much about his adventure to the 
peak. He was much more interested in what we do to each other on the 
plains than what he did on the mountain top. He spoke about justice, 
peace and the dignity of humanity. I can vividly remember him sending us 
out at the end of his speech to create a better world for all people every-
where. When questions came, there were several about whether he felt 
closer to God at the top of Mt Everest, and although he said he did, he 
mentioned there were life and death moments on the way up and down, 
where God's presence and companionship were much more real to him. 
 

Hillary's visit to my school is not far from what happened to the disciples in 
today's Gospel. Matthew tells us that the eleven men who worshipped Je-
sus were commissioned by him to go out to the world and they were prom-
ised that he would stay with them until the end of time. 
 

Worship is a word Catholics don't use all that often. While other denomina-
tions describe their liturgy as ΨworshipΩΣ we tend to use it only in a more 
secular way like in Ψhero worshipΩ or Ψnot an altar at which I worshipΩΦ The 
concept behind this word, however, is an important one. To worship God is 
to admit that we are not God. We are creatures and our worship is di-
rected toward our Creator, Saviour and Sustainer.  
 

Whether we realise it or not we are commissioned to go out to the world 
at the end of every liturgy, ΨGo in peace to love and serve the Lord.Ω This 
changes our worship. We are not here just for ourselves. Mass, which 
comes from a word meaning Ψto be sentΩΣ indicates that our liturgy is about 
celebrating what God has done in the world in and through us, and is a 
preparation for what God still wants to accomplish. 
 

Finally, we continue to experience the abiding presence of Christ in our dai-
ly lives or else we wouldn't be here. God, as revealed in Jesus Christ, is not 
distant to our lives or impervious to our needs; we believe in a Companion-
God who seeks our company as much as we need his. 
 

In this Mass, then, let's thank God for the mountain top of Christ's Ascen-
sion that lifts us up out of our everyday life to celebrate that we are crea-
tures, not the Creator. Let us hear again Christ's call to each of us to move 
away from the complacency of a spiritual cafeteria to a church moving out 
to change the world. And let's rejoice in Christ's presence which abides be-
fore us, behind us, over and in us, within and without, now and forever.

an empowering with the Spirit will come down upon them and accompany 
them as they take his Word and witness Ψto the ends of the earthΩΦ  
 

Just before Jesus departs, the disciples voice an understandable concern: 
ΨLord, has the time come? Are you going to restore the kingdom to Israel?Ω 
We seem to hear in these questions the last flicker of the hope that Jesus 
would be a Messiah along the lines of conventional messianic expectation. 
Also present is a strong sense of Ψunfinished businessΩΦ Jesus may be the 
Messiah, but neither now nor in the foreseeable future do the times and 
conditions look particularly ΨmessianicΩΦ Same old world, same old patterns 
of violence, suffering and death. 
 

Jesus does not give a direct answer. The time of the KingdomΩs full arrival 
and the completion of the messianic program remain shrouded in the mys-
tery of God. What the disciples must understand is that, empowered by 
the Spirit, they are to become instruments of its realisation in the new era 
– that of the Church – that lies ahead. Through their hands and feet and 
mouth Jesus will continue his messianic work until the end of time. The 
conflict he faced will be their conflict too (something the Acts of the Apos-
tles will abundantly demonstrate). But in all their trials and labours they 
must have a sense of his presence in heaven inspiring and guiding their 
work through the Spirit.  
 

Much the same idea is communicated in todayΩs {ŜŎƻƴŘ wŜŀŘƛƴƎ (Eph 1:17-
23). It portrays the raising of Christ from the dead and his enthronement at 
GodΩs right hand as one continuous exercise of divine power, involving a 
triumph over all powers hostile to GodΩs plan for human beings and the 
cosmos as a whole. Christ has been placed ΨaboveΩ all these powers in a 
way that involves their subjugation.  
 

The text speaks as though this is something already achieved. But, of 
course, as we noted above in connection with the First Reading, the forces 
hostile to God have by no means been fully overcome; the Ψmessianic pro-
gramΩ has yet to run its course. Putting it all in the past, as though already 
achieved, is simply PaulΩs way of projecting an act of hope. The hostile forc-
es may still be around, but JesusΩ Paschal victory has dealt them a fatal 
blow.  
 

As preachers, we have to ask how we should identify and name today the 
malign, transpersonal spiritual forces over which Paul saw Christ trium-
phant in this way. The Ascension is not simply something that happened to 
Jesus – his departure, physically, from this world. It is the feast that cele-
brates the hope that evil and all that makes for dehumanisation and death 
in our world will not have the last word. 
 

I have left little space to comment upon the DƻǎǇŜƭ, taken from the final 
scene in Matthew (28:16-20), where the risen Lord sends out his disciples 
on mission to the nations of the world. Through baptism they are to draw 
those who respond in faith into the communion of love that is the Triune 
God. They are to instruct them in all the ways in which they themselves 
have received instruction from Jesus as set out in the gospel. Unlike Luke, 
Matthew does not portray Jesus departing from the earth. He who at his 
birth was named ΨEmmanuelΩ – ΨGod is with usΩ όмΥноύ –  will remain 
ΨEmmanuelΩ for his missionary Church till the end of time.
